CB Quality Machining: A Precision Machining Company that fits in Wright County Precisely.
The beautiful concrete tip up building at 1500 First Street NE in Buffalo houses a quality job shop: just as the name implies.  The parts made in that building include precision parts for the aerospace and medical device industry.  There are small airplanes such as Cessna and Lear Jets, whose altimeters have parts made by CB Quality Machining.

Bob’s background is in computer numerical control (C N C).  He started working with the industry’s machines when he was a junior in High School in 1973.  After several years of working in the machining industry, Bob finally acquired an engineering certificate from St. Thomas University.

The business started in 1989, when they rented 1500 square feet of space in Hamel.  At that time, they had one automatic machine and the rest were manual.  With Bob’s connections it was easy to get work orders for unapproved parts for larger job shops such as UMC, which is now located in Monticello.  They manage to keep these accounts, because they design manufacturing systems that allow them to make the customer’s products more economically with quality control.  
The second phase of this business occurred in the 1990’s when CB Quality Machining acquired their first C & C lathe and bar feed machine.  This machine cost $210,000 and they began to seek higher volume accounts.  Today, they have prestigious accounts such as Precision Gear in Elk River, and the Avionics Division of L3 Communications out of Grand Rapids, Michigan. Another of the parts they make is for McClean Medical of St. Paul.  This quality machined part ends up in a thyroid tip actualizer.
