What began as a provider of remedial environmental gas spill clean-up equipment has now become a significant builder of control panels for environmental air conditioning units.  When Dave Peterson and one of his partners began in Brooklyn Park in 1989, they worked out of a small rented space.  By 2002 they had built a new 15,000 square-foot building in the Rockford Millennium Park and today they have 60 employees.
Although 70% of their HBC controls are now built for McQuay Company out of Plymouth, MN, the opportunity to build control panels for another market may soon eclipse that user.  What is driving the company to be a primary competitor is the unique software that they have developed to allow them to quickly create control panel designs. They expect sales to increase dramatically within the next 3 years.  The new market would be controls for 15 ton air conditioning units.
